 How can you help?
	Scouting operates through volunteer leadership. A fundamental principle of Scouting is service to others. Naturally, parents are a primary source of leaders in the Scouting program. You volunteer not only to serve Scouting, but also to serve your son and his friends, and to have the chance to be a positive influence on the youth in your community. Everybody has a talent, skill or resource to share in Scouting. 
When every parent takes on a small piece of the pie, volunteering for Scouting does not become a burden for anyone.

· A paid staff member called a District Executive services geographic areas. The District Executive is your direct link for service and support. 

· Roundtable, a monthly leaders meeting for all adult Scout volunteers in your area, is available. You can get help with crafts, games, skits, and songs for use at Den and Pack meetings. It’s a great place to ask questions and share ideas. 

· The “Program Helps” booklet contains meeting plans for Den and Pack meetings, and shows you how to do crafts and games. Many Packs purchase annual “Program Helps” for their leaders. 

· Most Packs have a Pack library that contains the leader books you can use. You can also purchase various Scouting literatures at the Scout Shop. 

· The Council Service Center has a complete video library. Check out or purchase videos on training, youth protection and program support. There is also a large variety of free literature for your use. 

· Fast-Start Training, Basic Leader Training, and supplemental training are available. An individual study program is also available. Fast start training is available at the council web site www.ctrivers.org.
